Mosquitoes need water to breed. Heavy rains and flash 
flooding coupled with warmer temperatures can bring 
mosquitoes. The best protection from mosquito-borne 
diseases is to avoid mosquito bites.
Mozzies can bite through tight clothing, so it’s best to 
cover up and wear long, loose-fitting clothing, as well as 
using mosquito repellents containing picaridin or DEET 
on all exposed skin. Always check the insect repellent 
label for advice regarding application on children.
