New Pool and Spa
Regulations

Have you got a backyard pool or spa?

Pool and spa owners are required to register pools or
spas with their local councils by 1June 2020.

Owners will also be required to lodge a compliance
certificate for their pool or spa barrier every four years.

These new laws have been introduced to keep young
children safe.

In addition, owners will be required to engage a
registered building surveyor or building inspector to
inspect and certify the compliance of their safety barrier
every four years.

These new pool and spa laws have been mandated
by the State Government and Councils are bound to
implement and enforce them. Registration fees are
$31.84 and there is an information search fee of $47.24.
